Rationale for course (why is this course of interest for the PRBB staff?)

There are a wide range of job and career opportunities after a PhD. This course will highlight and discuss examples
of different career options within the job market, the skills required and the unique challenges posed by each.
Working together as a group and individually participants will be able to identify their own strengths and
weaknesses as well as what motivates and drives them in their careers. To give them the confidence to pursue
suitable opportunities that are a good fit for them. In addition, we will work on refining social network presence
and provide tips and advice on how to use online networking sites to further increase job opportunities.

Course aim - general

The aim of this course is to give participants an overview of different career options and through personal
assessment understand their own motivations, strengths and weaknesses. To give them the confidence to choose
the job opportunities that are the best fit for them.

highly valued at other jobs in the marketplace.
e How to use online networking sites such as LinkedIn to your best advantage to advance your career.
